Our last handbook was produced in
1989 and looked back at season
1988/89. In his excellent editorial my
predecessor Philip Ball described the
season as “ probably the most
memorable ever experienced by many
of the present contingent of Wanderers
fans .... when our Club was finally able
to compete at the very top level
of non-league football ...” (we had
finished fourth in the Conference and
reached the quarter-finals of the FA.

Surely neither Philip, nor
indeed anyone else connected with the
Club, could realistically have hoped for
so many successes over the next four
years, or foreseen what this next
handbook would be commemorating.
Two factors, of course, have proved
paramount in this period - the arrival

of Martin O’Neill as Team Manager
and the move from the homely and
beloved Loakes Park to the forward
looking Adams Park. Martin arrived in
February 1990 at a time when all the
good work of 1988/89 was in danger of
falling apart. He was to ensure we
finished the league in a creditable
tenth position, landing the Berks and
Bucks Senior. Cup for good measure,
He has brought out the best in those
players already at the Club whilst
introducing some quality new recruits -
without spending large sums of money.
Since the move to Adams Park the
players have produced performances
on the pitch equal in quality to the
facilities off it - in three years of
Conference football only 8 of 63 home
league games have been lost, and
two of these were at the end of
last season when we had to play a
ridiculous 13 games in 33 days - the
price of success indeed!

A Perfect Finish
to a Perfect Season

Wycombe went to Wembley as one of the hottest favourites
in"years and they duly gave a stylish display with excellent
finishing in front of their adoring fans to become the third team
to achieve the non-league double. But you have to feel some
sympathy for Runcorn who probably felt it was not going to be
their day when they arrived in the changing room. Not only was
the cover of the official programme printed in light and dark
blue but the photo of the Trophy inside was bedecked in light
and dark blue ribbons! Two years ago, Graham Allner, the
Kidderminster Manager, said that his team effectively lost the
final against Wycombe when they emerged from the players’
tunnel and saw a mass of blue in front of them. That day some
23,000 Wycombe fans were part of a record crowd of 34,842.
For Runcorn it could only have been worse as this time the
crowd of nearly 33,000 contained over 27,000 Blues fans in a
huge arc facing their entrance, and the 20,000 blue balloons
which took to the air made it an even more daunting spectacle.
The Linnets had sold only 2,800 tickets, partly because rugby
league side and neighbours Widnes had played at Wembley
the previous week. Runcorn reckoned that failure to reach the
Final could have meant the immediate demise of the Club but
their share of the receipts has ensured financial survival for at
least another year.

A party atmosphere was the order of the day and any tension
that remained was quickly dispelled by one of the quickest
goals in the history of Trophy Finals. It came after 2 minutes
and 18 seconds and it was Jason Cousins’s first goal for 18
months, a marvellous strike around the defensive wall after
Graham Hill had lent on Keith Scott. To say that Jason was
ecstatic is putting it mildly and he treated the crowd to
a specially rehearsed celebration dance .with Keith Scott.
Runcorn came back strongly, forcing a number of corners, but
Wycombe made it two goals from just two attempts midway
through the half when Andy Kerr headed home a Dave Carroll
free kick, following another Graham Hill again foul, this time on
Steve Thompson. It was his 30th goal for the Club and virtually

all of those have come from a Carroll/Guppy cross. Once
again, Runcorn pressed hard and it was no surprise when the
ever dangerous Steve Shaughnessy scored probably the best
goal of the match just before half time, when he outpaced the
Wycombe defence and unieashed an unstoppable shot from
22 yards.

Shortly after the break, Simon Hutchinson, on one of his flying
runs, was brought down on the edge of the box by Paul
Robertson. Some might say it was inside the area, but the
resulting free kick from Steve Guppy appeared to be pushed
away by Graham Hill, arm outstretched. "Handball", shouted
20,000 Blues fans, but nc-one on the pitch appealed for
a penalty and play continued. Runcorn continued to pose
some problems, notably when McKenna forced Hyde into an
excellent full-length save, but Wycombe stretched their lead
when Steve Thompson, playing up front with Keith Scott this
afternoon, was first to a Steve Guppy inswinging corner,
heading home from close in. Scott then had two excellent
chances to get his name on the score sheet, forcing a
miraculous save from Williams and then glancing a header just
wide. Eight minutes from time, Runcorn really knew it was not
to be their day when a McKenna header thudded against the
inside of the post and Paul Hyde had to make a crucial
finger-tip save to stop it crossing the line. McKenna protested
in vain that it had gone in and, had it counted, it would have
been a frantic final few minutes. As it turned out, Wycombe
took a tighter control, finding more and more space up front as
Runcorn pushed forward. Thompson nearly scored his second,
shooting just wide, and then in the final minute Runcorn
completed a miserable afternoon on the pitch when they gifted
a goal to their now dominant opponents. A Dave Carroll chip
from a narrow angle appeared to be harmlessly drifting into the
goalkeeper's arms but Williams only succeeded in pushing the
ball into the corner of the net. Dave did confirm afterwards
that it was a shot and not a cross! It may have been a
fortunate finish, but the build up was excellent with Cousins
dispossessing McKenna deep in the Wycombe half, the ball
passing to Scott, Thompson, Cousins again and finally Carroll.
After three more minutes of stoppage time the final whistle on
Wycombe's 109 year non-league history blew and the most
successful season ever drew to a close.
